One of our instructors 

will test fly your plane for the first time before flight training starts. Basic flight training includes 

straight & level flight, level turns, climb & descent, approach, go around, take off and landing. Most 

of what you learn will come from the examples given to you by your instructor and practice, practice, 

practice!!!

Train-

ing begins around 5:00 p.m. or when the trainers 

get off work. Simulator practice is strongly rec-

ommended.
